Nearly half of this site is within FZ3a. The risk is predominantly tidal from 
the Mersey with some fluvial risk from the Manchester Ship Canal. The 
Mersey flows directly through the site and would need to be kept free of 
obstruction and the EA recommend a 8 metre buffer from both banks of a 
watercourse that should be kept free of development. The Exception Test 
would have to be carried out and passed and the areas within FZ3b should 
be left free of development and allowed to flood naturally. Scale of 
development may have to be revised i.e. reduction in number of housing 
units. Nominal surface water risk
